! have the honour to refer to your letter of 30 Decamber 2002, transmitting the written
abservations of the Federal Republic of Yugosla\na. dated 18 Dacember 2002 regarding the
Praliminary Objections made by Canada in the Case Concemmg the Legaliy of thd Use of

Force (Yugosiavia v. Canada).

In the view of Canada, the written observations submitted by the Applicant constitute a
formal acknowledgement that the Court lacks jurisdiction over the proceedings brought by the
Applicant balgamst Canada and that the claims brought agalnst Canada in these proceedings are
inadmissi

In particular, the Applicant concedas that it was not a Member of the Unitad Nations and
not party to the Statute of the ICJ when the dispute arose in late March 1999. As explained in
Chapter | of Canada’s Prefiminary Objections, the Applicant is therefara not efigible to initiate
an action and is purported declaration of 25 April1900 pursuant to Article 36, paragraph 2, of
the Statute is a nullity. . ' '

Canada takes this opportunity to recail the reasons set out in Chapter ll of its Preliminary
Objections an why the Court iacks jurisdiction pursuant to the Convention. While these reasons
differ from those set out in the Applicant’s written observations, it is sufficient for present
purposas that the Applicant no longer relies an Article IX of the Genacide Convention as 3 basls
of jurisdiction. Jurisdicion cannot therefore be founded upon that Convention in this case.
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For the reasons advanced in Canada's Preliminary Objections and in light of the written
observations submitted by tha Applicant, Canada raspectfully requests that the Court adjudge
and deciare that it lacks jurisdiction over the proceedings brought by the Applicant against
Canada on 29 April 1999 and thatthe datms brought agamst Canada in these proceedings are
