THE HAGUE, 29 October 2008. On Tuesday 18 November 2008, the International Court of
Justice (ICJ), principal judicial organ of the United Nations, will deliver its Judgment in the case
concerning Application of the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of
Genaocide (Croatia v. Serbia).

A public sitting will take place at 10 a.m. at the Peace Palace in The Hague, during which the
President of the Court, Judge Rosalyn Higgins, will read the Court’s Judgment.

The Judgment will concern solely the preliminary objections to jurisdiction and admissibility
raised by Serbia.
