THE HAGUE, 2 December 2003. The Chamber of the International Court of Justice (ICJ) 
formed to deal with the case concerning the Application for Revision of the Judgment of 
11 September 1992 in the Case concerning the Land, Island and Maritime Frontier Dispute 
(El Salvador/Honduras: Nicaragua intervening) (El Salvador v. Honduras) will deliver its 
Judgment on Thursday 18 December 2003.

A public sitting will be held at 3 p.m. in the Great Hall of Justice of the Peace Palace in 
The Hague, at which the President of the Chamber, Judge Gilbert Guillaume, will read the 
Judgment, which is binding and not subject to appeal.
