The following information from the Registry of the International
Court of Justice has been commumnicated to the Press:

The International Court of Justice to-day (February 10th, 1955)
held two public sittings at the Peace Palace in The Hague.

The first sitting, at 1l otelock in the forenocon, was devoted
to the seating of the four new Judges elected by the General Assembly
and the Security Cofineil of the United Nations in November 1954.

~The President paid a tribute to the retiring Judges and welcomed

the_newly—elected Judges to the Court.

The Court sat. again at 4.30 in the afternoon for a hearing in
the Nottebohm case brought by the Government of the Principality of
Lischtenstein against Guatemala. This case is one in which a
judgment has already been given, for on November 18th, 1953 the

Court held that it had jurisdicticn when it regected a rreliminary
Objection raised by the Government of Gustemala; written proceedings
on the Merits took place in the course of 1954. .

The President opened the hearing to-day by calling upon the
Judges ad hoc appointed by both Parties to make their solem
declaration before being formally installed on the Bench. The two
Judges ad hoc are: = Professor Psul Guggenheim, Professor of Public
Intérnaticnal'Law at the Institut des Hautes Etudes internationales
at Geneva, appointed by Liechtenstein, and Dr. Carlos Garcia Bauer,

Professor in the University of San Carlos, appointed by Guatemala.
