On October BOth, 1953, the Ageﬁt of the Italian Government, within the

- time-limit fixed for the presentation of a Memorial by that Government, filed

in the Registry a document entitled "Preliminary Question'". By an Order
dated November 3rd, 1953, the Court fixed a time-limit within which the
Italian Government might present a written statement defining its position,
and another time-limit for the respondents to submit their observations
therecn,

The present hearings will be devoted to this Preliminary Question.
