The Court hcld two publ ic  slttings. A t  t h e  open- of t he  
,' mornlng s i t t i n g ,  t h e  President stated that, in conformity with Ar t i c l e  

66, paragraph 2, of t h e  S t a t u t s ,  t h e  recpest for an Opinion had been 
communicated t o  t he  Mernbers û f  t h e  United Nations and t o  the Inter- 
na t iona l  Zabeur Organisation, considered as l i k e l y  t o  be able to 
furnish information on t h e  question; t h a t  wr i t t en  Statements had been 
roceived frorn t h e  secretmg-General of th Unilied Natidns, frcirn the  
International Labour Organisation and f r c i m t b  evernments of the 

a States  mentioned below (in order  o f  t h e  dates of reception):  France, 
Sweden, k he Netherlands , Greece, the  United Kingdom of Great Br i t a in  
and Northern Irelarid, t h e  United States  of America, t h e  ph i l ipp ines ,  
Mexlco, Chi l e ,  Irak, china, Guatemala, Turkey, and Ecuador; and t h a t  
the  Secretary-General of t he  United Nations and t h e  Governments of 
t he  United Sta tes  of America, France, t h e  Netherlands, Greece and the  
United Khgdam haà designated representat ives t o  take part in t h e  o r a l  
preceedings .
