Unis diAn8rique, 1.a Po1,ogne e t  1 i Inde se sont prévalus de e e t t  e 
f acu l t é  pour presenter des exposés, Israel, l a  Chine e t  la Yougoslavie 
ont presenté des dgclarat ions,  Le Secrétaire génkral des Nations 
Ur-des a %galonent fait tenir à la Cour les documents quiil a estimé 
de nature à servir à élucider l a  question a i n s i  qufune note intro-  
ductive.

The fol lowing information has been c o m i c a t e d  t o  the Press 
by the  Registry of t h e  International Court of Justice: 

le The Court has fixed Tuesday, May lOth, 1955, at 10.30 a.m,, f o r  
the opening of t he  oral proceedhgs  In t h e  case regarding Voting 
Procedure on Questions relat ing to Reports md Peti t ions concerning t he  
t e r r i t o r y  of SoutLWest Afrlça, 

Thascase was brought hefore the Court for an Advisory Opinion by a 
Resolution of the  General Assembly of the United Nations of November 23rd, 
1954, In accordancd t r i t h  Article 66 of the  S a t u t e  of the  Courct, the 
Members of the  United Nations have been considered as l i ke ly  t o  be able 
to fwnish information on t he  question. The United States  of America, 
Foland, and India have availed themselves of t h i s  right and have pre- 
sente d statement S. Israel, China and Yugoslavia have s ta ted  t h e l r  
views kn letters addressed t o  t he  Court .  The Secretary-General of t he  
United Nations has d s o  transmitted to t he  C o u r t  documents which, in 
his opinion, are likely t o  be of assistance in t h r o h g  l i g h t  an the  
question, together ~ d b h  an Lntroductory Note. 

The Regiçtrar of t h e  C o u r t  has communicated t h e  above information 
t o  the Governients of Pembers of t he  United Nations.
