The International Court of Justice will met on filonday, September

hearing f o r  t h e  open* of t h e  o r a l  proceed5ngs in the  case concerning 
r i gM of passage throqgh Indian terr i tory.  

@ T h i s  case was ins t i tu ted  on December 22nd, 1955, by an Application 
of the  Goverment of the Pofiuguese Republlc against the G o v e m n t  of 
t h e  Republic of India. 

After the  f i l -  of t he  Application, the C o u %  fixed t h e - l i m i t a  
fo r  the p ~ s e n t a t i o n  of t h e  first tvm pleadings, n m l y ,  the Mernorial 
of the  Partuguese Goverment and t h e  C~vnter-~krnori?J of the  Gove rmnt  
of India.

f h d  f o r  the  filing of the  Courrter-Fkmorial, the  Agent f o r  t he  Govern- 
mnt of India, a f t e r  msta t ing  the 5nknt ion  of h i s  Governent t o  file 
a Pre1,jminary Objection t o  t h e  emrcise of jurisdiction by the  Court; in 
t h i s  case, reqmsted tha t  the  t h e - l h i t  fixed for t h e  presentation of 
this pleading shouldbv exbended for not less  than slxmonths. The 
Goverment of Portugal having stated that it wis pxepared t o  trust t he  
Courtls discretion ka make the extension as s h o r t  as required by the 
jn teresk of justice, t h e  Court docided t o  extend the  t i rne - ih i t  in 
quest ion to A p r i i .  l S t h ,  1957. On that cladte a docume~ t  setting out 
cefiain P r e l b h a r y  Objections t o  the jurlsdiction of t he  C o u r t  vias 

0 filed by t h e  G o v e ~ ~ ~ n t  o f  India, The C o w t  t h e n f i x e d  a tbe-Lir11it 
for the presentaïtion of the Observations and Submissiona of the Forbu- 
guese Govermnt ,  and this t i m e - l f i i i t  was subsequent* extended a.t t he  
request of t h e  la t ter  Government. The Observzbions and Submissions 
of the  fortuguese Goverment in regard t o  the PinelLmjn_argr Objections 
ralsed by t h e  Govermnt o f  India were f i l e d  on August 15tA, 1957, 
t h a t  Is, with in  the  t i m e - l h i t  thus  pxlescribed, and the  case is the=- 
fore now ready foi: heming.
