On September 25th, 1958, at 11 a,m. the International Court of
Justice will begin hearings in the case concerning the Application of
the Convention of 1902 governing the guardianship of infants
(Netherlands v, Sweden).

Since the Court does not include upon the Bench any judge of the
nationality of the parties, each of the parties has exercised its right
under Article 31, paragraph 3, of the Statute, to choose a judge ad hoc:

MM, Sterzel and Offerhaus will be installed as judges ad hoc at
the heginming of the sitiing.
