r e fe r r ing  t o  Article 62 of t h e  R u l e s  o f  Court, h ~ d  suhmitted n Prel ininary 
Objection t o .  t h c  proceedings i n s i i t u t e d  by the Application and reserved 
to i t s a l f  the r i g h t  t o  raiçc o t h e r  0bject;ionç a% a lzkr date. 

Tho P re s iden t  ncxt procceded t o  instrnl M, Pm1 Carry, Professor 
in t h e  Facu l ty  o f  L2w of' t h e  University o f  Geneva, who was appoinsed by 
t h e  Svfiss hvernrfient as Judge ad hoc, and noted t h e  presence of 
repsesentativcs of the two Par t i e s .
