
The folloming information from t h e  Registry o f  the  International 
Court  of Just ice i s  communicated t o  t h e  Press: 

I n  t h e  case ~oncerning the Arbitral Award made by the King of 
Spain on 23 Decernber 1906  ondu duras - v, ~icaragda) , Nicaragua 
requested the extension by two months of the  time-limit f i x e d  f o r  
the filing of i t s  Bejolnder, nhich vlas t o  exp i re  on 3 Movember 1959- 
Fallowing the consultation of  the  o ther  Party, the Court, by a n  
Order of 7 Octobcr 1959j has rlecided t o  extend t o  4 January 1960 
the tine-liait for the  filing of the Rejo inder .  

In the  case c~nccrning the  A o r i a l  Tncident of 7 Novernber 1954 
(~nited States of Americn v, Union of Sovie t  S o c i a l i s t  ~e~ublics), 
the Court ,  by an Order of 7 Octobes 1959 has removed fsom i t s  l i s t  
the proceedings i n s t i tu t ed  by the United S t a t e s  o f  Bmerica by'the 
Applicztion of 8 June 1959 

In t h a t  Application, the Goverment of the United S t e t e s  haà 
r e l i e d  on Art ic le  36, paragragk 1, of  the Statute of the Cour t ,  
mhich psovides that the j u r i s d i c t i o n  of t h e  Court  ~omprises al1 
cases mhich the Parties r e f e r  t o  it. The United S t a t e s  stated t h a t  
they submitted t o  the  Gourtrs j u r i s d i ~ t i o n  for the  purposes of t h i s  
case and i n d i c a t e d  tha t  it was open t o  the Government of the UUSR 
t o  do the same: the Court! s j u r i s d i c t i o n  viauld thus be confirmcd 
md the Court could then s?djudiblzto. 

The Application of the  Goverr~mefit a£ tl-ie United S t a t e s  had 
been ~ o m m ~ i e a t e d  t o  the  Government a£ the 'ISSSB on the  same day as 
i - b  T,vss filed. From the  r.cply received from this Government, it 
appears that,it i s  not prepared %O accept the jurisdiction of the 
Court in the case.  Having noted this situation, the Court has 
ordered the removal of the case f rom i t s  list.
