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The following information from the Regisitry of the International
Court of Justice is communicated to the Press:

The International Court of Justice will hold a publid'siﬁfing on
Tucsday, 2 Qctober 1962 at 4 p.m., in the Peace Palace at The Hague.

The sitting will be the first in the oral hearings in the South West
Africa cemes brought before the Court on 4 November 1960 by Applications
of the Governments of Ethiopis and Liberia aiyainst the Government of the
Republic of South Africa. ' .

On 30 November 1961 a document setting out certain Preliminary
Objections to the jurisdiction of the Court was filed by the Government
of the Republic of South Africa.  The Observations and Submissions of
the Governments of Ethiopia and Liberia in regard to these Objections were
filed on 1 March 1962,

During the coming hearings, the Court will deal with the Preliminary
Objections.

The sitting will be devoted first to the installation of Sir Louis
Nwachukwu Mbanefo, Chief Justice of the High Court, Eastern region of
Nigeria, and of the Honourable Jacques Theodore van Wyk, Judge of the
Apellate Division of the Supreme Court of South Africa, who, in accordance
with Article 31 of the Statute of the Court, have beeu designated by the
Governments of Ethiopia and Liberia and the Government of the Republic of
South Africa, respectively, to sit as judges ad hoc in this case.
Biographies of these judges ad hoc are appended hereto.
