At t h e  hearing of 2S. hiay t he  Pi-esiuent of t he  Court paid t r i b u t e  
to t h e  memorg of I-ielge !I.laesta$, raember or" t h e  Court  from 1946 to 1961 
and its President trom 1958 t o  1961, r;ho died on 23 .5,!ky. He a l s o  
announced Yhat t h e  Court had decided t h a t  as t h e  fippiicants, subject t a  
c e r t â i n  reservations,  haci concluded t h ~ i r  case beth on the l a w  and t h e  
fac ts ,  t h e  Ziespondent ~ ~ o u l d ,  after concluciing i t s  oral r e  joind.er on t h e  
legal i ssues ,  imedia , l e ly  p re sen t  i t s  case upon t h e  fac t s ,  during the  
course of which it woulci present i t s  witnesses and e:qerts. The 
request of t h e  Ilespondent f o r  an inspect ion in l oco  *r:rould not be 
deliberated on by t he  Court wtil  alter  al1 the  evidencs had been 
cal led  aad t h e  adtiresses of the  Parties conclüdea. 

A t  t h e  hearing of 27 May t h e  Pres ident  aimouricecl .CI-iai at t h e  
request of the Xespondent, t h e  l'ipplicants making no abject ion,  the 
Court granted en ad jourrment until Tueçday, 8 June t,o enable Xespondent 
t o  consider full7 neii matter s ta ted  t o  have been i n t r o d u c ~ d  by the  
hpplicants Late in t he  course of theLi. o r a l  ~heply. 

'he next hearing v n 1 X  accordingly be hePd an Rresdsy, 6 June a t  
3 p a., when cairnsel f o r  South h i r i c a  r.Jill continue the preser;tation 
of t h e  o r a i  rejolrzder .
