The International Court of Justice will hold a public sitting on
Thursday, 19 September 1963 at 4 p.m, in the Peace Palace at The Hague.

The sitting will be the first in the oral héarings in the case
concerning the Northern Camercons, brought before the Court on 30 May 1961
by an Application of the Gevernment of the Federal Republic of Camercon
against the Govermment of the Unlted Kingdom of Great Britalin and
Northern Irsland,

On 14 nu;ubt 1962 a document containing certain preliminary
objections to the jurisdiction of the Court was filed by the Government
of the United Kingdom, The Observations and Submissions of the Govern-
ment of the Federal Republic of Cameroon in regard to these objections
were filed on 27 June 1963, ‘

During the coming hearings the Court will deal with the preliminary
objections. '

The sitting will be devoted first to the installation of
M, Ph, Beb a Don, who, in accordance with Article 31 of the Statute of
the Court, has been chosen by the Govermment of the Federal Republic of
Cameroon to sit as judge ad hoc in this ease, Mr, Ph, Beb a Jon is
