The p u b l i c  hearing which will open at 3 p,m. on 10 Decetaber will b e  
devoted to arguments and çubmissions concerning the reques t f o r  
provisional neasures. 

The hear ing  nay comprise one o r  more sittings, depending on the 
length of the argument presented. On the close of these public proceedings, 
t h e  Court, in accordance with its Rules, will retire to del iberate  in 
private session and to prepare its decision on the request for provisional 
measures. That decision will be deliverea a £ex days later, at a date of 
which the press will be informed.
