Ml-. Benjamin R .  C iv i l e t t i  and Pr. Roberts B. Owen put forward arguments 
in support o f  t h e  reguest f o r  the i n d i c a t i a n  o f  provisional measures 
which t h e  United States  hed f i l e d  on 29 Noveraber. 

Various questions were put tu the Age~t of the Uni ted S ta tes  by 
t h e  Court  anfi by two of i l s  Menbers on  th^ conclusion -if t h e  hea r ing .
