2. Phnotographs may be taken before the opening, during the first
five minutes of the sitting; and also for a few minutes towards
the end. Filming for cinema or television purposes is however
subject to special authorization. '

3. In the Press Room, located on the ground floor of the Peace
Palace (Room 5), the reading of the Court's decision will be
relayed through a loudspeaker,

L. After the close of the sitting, Press Communiqués summarizing
the decision will be distributed in the Press Room (No. 5).

5. Members of the Press may use only the four public telephones
in the Psst Office in the basement of the Palace.
