4, After the close of the sitting; Press Communiqués swmarizing
the decision will be distributed in the Press Reom (No. 5).

5. Members of the Press may use omly the public telephones
in the Post Dffice in the basement of the Palace.

6. Mr. C. Poux, First Secretary of the Court (telephone extension 233),
or, in his absence, Mr. Noble (extension 248) will be available to deal
with any requests for information by members of the Press.
