The fo l lowing  in,formation i s  made a v a i l a b l e  t o  t h e  p r e s s  by t h e  
Reg i s t ry  o f  t h e  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Court o f  J u s t i c e :  

A t  i t s  f i r s t  p r i v a t e  meeting, on 29 January 1982, t h e  Chamber 
which t h e  Court formed by i t s  Order of 20 January 1982 t o  d e a l  wi th  
t h e  d i spu te  between Canada and t h e  United S t a t e s  over  t h e  ques t ion  
of d e l i m i t a t i o n  o f  t h e  maritime boundary o f  t h e  two couri t r ies  i n  t h e  
Gulf of  Maine a r e a  el .ected Judge Roberto Ago as i t s  P res iden t .  

The Chamber i s  eomposed as fol lows:  Judge Ago, Pres iden t ;  
Judges Gros, Mosler ~ l n d  Schwebel; Judge ad hoc Cohen. 

On t h e  same day,, 29 January,  t h e  Charriber held i t s  f i r s t  pub l i c  
s i t t i n g ,  n t  which speeches were made by Acting P res iden t  of  t h e  Court 
E l i a s  and by t h e  P res iden t  of t h e  Chamber, Judge Ago, as w e l l  as t h e  
Agent of Canada, Mr. Legsul t ,  and t h e  Agent of t h e  United S t a t e s ,  
M r .  Robinson. P ro fe s so r  Cohen, t h e  judge ad hoc chosen by Canada, 
aade  t h e  solemn d e c l a r a t i o n  r equ i r ed  by t h e  S t a t u t e  and Rules o f  t h e  
Court. 

On 1 February 1982 t h e  Court made an  Order f i x i n g  26 August 1982 
as t h e  t ime-l imit  fo:r t h e  f i l i n g  o f  Memorials by Canada and t h e  United 
S t a t e s .  It took tha-t dec i s ion  t h e  P a r t i e s  having confirmed t h e  
i n d i c a t i o n s  given i n  t h e  Special Agreement and t h e  Chamber having been 
aonsul ted .  Tne subsequerit procedure has becn r e se rvêd  f o r  f b t h e r  
d e c i  s ion .  

The Order was adopted by 10 vo te s  a g a i n s t  2 ( ~ u d g e s  Morozov and 
E l -man i  ) .
