On Fr iday  14  October 1983 a t  12.30 p.m. t h e  Court w i l l  hold a  pub l i c  
s i t t i n g  a t  which M r .  Jiménez de Aréchaga and M r .  Castaceda w i l l  make t h e  
solemn d e c l a r a t i o n  provided f o r  i n  t h e  S t a t u t e  and Rules of Court a s  
judges ad hoc chosen r e s p e c t i v e l y  by t h e  Government of t h e  Libyan Arab 
Jamahir iya and t h e  Government of Malta i n  t h e  case  concerning t h e  
c o n t i n e n t a l  Shelf (Libyan Arab ~ a m a h i r i y a l ~ a l t a )  . 

On 26 J u l y  1982 t b e  Court was n o t i f i e d  of a  Spec i a l  Agreement 
concluded between t h e  Libyan Arab Jamahiriya and Malta by which t h e  two 
S t a t e s  submitted t o  t h e  Court a  d i s p u t e  concerning t h e  d e l i m i t a t i o n  of 
t h e  c o n t i n e n t a l  she l f  b'etween them. 

The w r i t t e n  proceedings a r e  a t  p resen t  i n  progress .  The P a r t i e s  
f i l e d  t h e  f i r s t  round of p lead ings  - Memorials - on 26 A p r i l  1983 wi th in  
a  t ime-l imit  f i xed  f o r  them by Order of 27 J u l y  1982. The f i l i n g  of t h e  
second round of p lead ings  - Counter-Memorials - i s  t o  t a k e  p l ace  by 
26 October 1983, t h e  t ime-l imit  f i xed  by an Order of 26 A p r i l  1983. 

S ince  n e i t h e r  of t he  S t a t e s  p a r t i e s  t o  t h e  proceedings has a  judge 
of i t s  n a t i o n a l i t y  on t h e  bench, each of them i s  e n t i t l e d ,  under 
Article 31 of t h e  S t a t u t e ,  t o  choose a  judge ad hoc t o  s i t  i n  t h e  case  a s  
a  judge along wi th  t h e  Members of t h e  Court.  I n  t h e  presen t  c a s e  t h e  
Government of t h e  Libyan Arab Jamahiriya has  chosen M r .  Jiménez de 
Aréchaga, and t h e  Government of Malta has  chosen M r .  Castaneda a s  judge 
ad hoc. I n  t h a t  capac i ty ,  they w i l l  make t h e  solemn d e c l a r a t i o n  provided 
f o r  i n  t h e  S t a t u t e  and t h e  Rules.
