The fol lowing information is  made a v a i l a b l e  t o  t h e  Press  by t h e  
Regis t ry  of the  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Court of J u s t i c e :  

On 2 Apr i l  1986 Burkina Faso and Mali each f i l e d  t h e i r  
Counter-Memorials i n  the  case. 

Each had previously f i l e d  a Memorial on 3 October 1985. 

Burkina Faso (formerly Upper Vol ta )  and Mali have submitted t o  a 
s p e c i a l l y  formed Chaimber of the  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Court of J u s t i c e  a d i spu te  
concerning the  d e l i m i t a t i o n  of a p a r t  of t he  l and  f r o n t i e r  between t h e  
two S t a t e s .  

This  Chamber was c o n s t i t u t e d  by the  Court by a n  Order da ted  
3 Apr i l  1985. It held i t s  f i r s t  p r i v a t e  meeting and i t s  f i r s t  publ ic  
S i t t i n g  on 29 A p r i l  1985. It i s  composed a s  fol lows:  

Judge Mohammed 'Bedjaoui, P re s iden t ;  Judges Manfred Lachs and 
José  Marfa Ruda; Judges ad hoc François  Luchaire and 
Georges Michel Abi-Saab. 

It w i l l  be r e c a l l e d  that,  fol lowing border c l a s h e s  between the  armed 
fo rces  of Burkina Faso and Mali, t h e  Chamber was requested by both 
P a r t i e s  t o  i n d i c a t e  p rov i s iona l  measures and unanirnously d id  so  i n  a n  
Order made on 10 Janiiary 1986. 

Nei ther  t he  Memorials nor  t he  Counter-Mernorials a r e  f o r  t h e  t ime 
being a v a i l a b l e  t o  the publ ic .
