The following information i s  communicated t o  the  Press by the  
Regist ry of the  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Court of J u s t i c e :  

Thc above case., i n  which Nicaragua's claim t o  repara t ions  had s t i l l  
been pending before the Court, has now been brought t o  an  end on the 
i n i t i a t i v e  of Nicaragua. 

On 12 September 1991 the  Agent of Nicaragua informed the  Court t h a t  
h i s  Government : 

"had decided t o  renounce a l 1  f u r t h e r  r i g h t  of a c t i o n  based on 
the case  and did not wish t o  go on with the  proceedings and 
requested tha t  an  Order be made of f i c i a l l y  recording the  
discontinuance of the  proceedings and d i rec t ing  the  removal of 
the  case from the  list." 

A s  required by A r t i c l e  89 of the  Rules of Court, the  President  of 
the  Court then f ixed 25 September 1991 a s  t h e  time-limit within which the  
United S t a t e s  of America might s t a t e  whether it opposed the 
discontinuance. On t h a t  d a t e  a letter welcoming t h e  discontinuance was 
received £rom the  Legal Adviser of the  United S t a t e s  Department of S t a t e ,  
wr i t ing  on behalf of his Government. 

I n  consequence, the  President of the  Court, on 26 September 1991, 
made a n  Order recording t h e  discontinuance of the proceedings and 
d i r e c t i n g  the removal of the  case from the  Court 's list.
