The fol lowing information i s  communicated t o  t h e  P re s s  by t h e  
Reg i s t ry  of t h e  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Court of J u s t i c e :  

The Court w i l l  hold publ ic  s i t t i n g s  opening a t  1 0  a.m. on  Wednesday 
4 October 1989 f o r  t h e  purpose of hearing o r a l  s ta tements  o r  comments i n  
r e spec t  of t h e  ques t ion  submit ted t o  i t  f o r  advisory  opinion,  namely: 

" the  l e g a l  ques t ion  of t he  a p p l i c a b i l i t y  of A r t i c l e  V I ,  
Sec t ion  22, of t h e  Convention on t h e  P r i v i l e g e s  and Immunities 
of t h e  United Nations of 13 February 1946, i n  t h e  case  of 
M r .  Dumitru Mazilu, a s  S p e c i a l  Rapporteur of t h e  Sub-Commission 
on t h e  Prevent ion  of Discr imina t ion  and P ro tec t ion  of 
Minor i t i e s  of t he  United Nations Commission on Human Rights".  

A s  mentioned i n  P re s s  Communiqué No. 8919 of 26 June 1989, t h e  
Pres ident  of t h e  Court,  by an  order  of 14 June, decided t h a t  t h e  
United Nations and the  S t a t e s  which a r e  P a r t i e s  t o  t h e  Convention on 
the  P r i v i l e g e s  and h u n i t i e s  of t h e  United Nations were l i k e l y  t o  
be a b l e  t o  f u r n i s h  informat ion  on t h e  ques t ion  ( see  A r t i c l e  66, 
paragraph 2, of t he  S t a t u t e )  and thus  e n t i t l e d  t o  s u b i t  w r i t t e n  o r  
o r a l  s ta tements  t o  the* Court. Bearing i n  mind t h a t  the  reques t  w a s  
expressed t o  be made "on a  p r i o r i t y  bas i s" ,  he f i x e d  the  t i m e - l i m i t s  
i n  t h e  ca se  a s  fol lows:  

- 31 J u l y  1989 f o r  t he  submission of w r i t t e n  s ta tements ;  

- 31 August 1989 f o r  subsequent w r i t t e n  comments on those  
s ta tements .  

Wri t ten  s ta tements  were f i l e d  by Canada, t h e  Federa l  Republic 
of Germany, Romania, t h e  United S t a t e s  of America and t h e  United 
Nations; w r i t t e n  comments were f i l e d  by the  United S t a t e s  of 
America . 

These w r i t t e n  s ta tements  and comments a r e  not  y e t  a v a i l a b l e  t o  
t h e  P re s s  and publ ic ;  under A r t i c l e  106 of t h e  Rules of Court, t h e  
Court o r  t h e  Pres ident  may dec ide  t h a t  they  be made a c c e s s i b l e  t o  
the  pub l i c  on o r  a f t e r  t he  openirig of the o r a l  proceedings.

NOTE FOR THE PRESS

s i t u a t e d  on the  f a r  l e f t  of the  public entrance of the  courtroom. 

2. Photographs may be taken before the  opening, during the  
f i r s t  f i v e  minutes of the  s i t t i n g ;  and a l s o  f o r  a few minutes 
towards the  end. Filming f o r  cinema o r  t e l e v i s i o n  purposes i s  
however sub jec t  t o  s p e c i a l  author iza t ion .  

3. I n  the  Press  Room, located  on ground f l o o r  of the  Peace 
Palace (Room 5),  the o r a l  proceedings w i l l  be relayed through a 
loudspeaker . 

4. Members of the  Press  may use only the  public  telephones i n  
the  Post Office i n  the  basement of t h e  Palace.
