Filming for cinema or television purposes is however subject to
special authorization.

3. In the Press Room, located on the ground floor of the
Peace Palace (Room 5), the reading of the Court's decisions will be
relayed through a loudspeaker.

4, Members of the Press who wish to make phone calls may use the
public telephonea in the Post Office in the basement of the Palace.

(telephone extension 234), will be avallable to deal with any requests
for information by members of the Press.
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
