. Request for the indication of provisional measures

The following information is communicated to the Press by the
Registry of the International Court of Justice:

Hearings on the request for the indication of provisional measures
in the above case will open on Thursday 1 April 1993, at 10 a.m. The
hearinge will be held in public in the Great Hall of Justice of the Peace
Palace, The Hague.

As reported in Press Communiqué 93/4 of 22 March 1993, Bosenia and
Herzegovina requested the Court to indicate the following measures:

1. That Yugoslavia (Serbia and Montenegro), together with ite agents

and surrogatee in Bosnia and elsewhere, must immediately cease and desist

. from all acts of genocide and genocidal acts against the people and State
of Boenia and Herzegovina, including but not limited teo murder; summary
executione; torture; rape; mayhem; s8o-ralled "ethnic cleansing”; the
wanton devastation of villages, towns, districte and cities; the aiege
of villages, towns, districte and cities; the starvation of the civilian
population; the interruption of, interference with, or harassment of

‘ humanitarian relief supplies to the civilian population by the

| international community; the bombardment of civilian population

centres; and the detention of civilianse in concentration camps or

otherwise.

2. That Yugoelavia (Serbia and Montenegro) must immediately cease
and desist from providing, directly or indirectly, any type of support -
including training, weapona, arme, ammunition, supplies, assistance,
finances, direction or any other form of support - to any nation, group,
organization, movement, militia or individual engaged in or planning to
engage in military or paramilitary activities in or against the people,
State and Government of Boenia and Herzegovina.
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3. That Yugoslavia (Serbla and Montenegro) itself muat immediately
cease and deslist from any and all types of military or paramijitary
activities by its own officials, agents, surrogates, or forces in or
againet the people, State and Government of [Bosnla and Herzegovina, and
from any other use or threat of force in its relations with Bosnie and
Herzegovina. 1
4. That under the current circumstances, the Government of Bosnia
and Herzegovina has the right to seek and receive support from other
States In order to defend itself and its pedple, including by means of
immediately obtaining military weapons, equipment and supplies.

5. That under the current circumstances, the Government of Bosnia
and Herzegovina has the right to request the immediate assistance of any
State to come to its defence, including by means of immediately providing
weapons, military equipment and supplies, and armed forces (soldiers,
sallora, alrpeople, etec.).

6. That under the current circumstances, any State has the right to
come to the immediate defence of Bosnia and Herzegovina - at its
request - including by means of immediately providing weapons, military
equipment and supplies, and armed forces (soldiers, sailors, and
alrpeople, etc.). |
