stated thnt the international body never guaranteed protect ion to 
Muslim c : iv i l i ans .  F r e w e s  noted that witihout agreement from the 
Bosnian Serbs, the safe areaK"s;Tere worthiless. 

The  sa fe  areas were thought of as a poor consolation prize 
for  t h e  Musl ims  a f ter  the rejectian of the Vance-Owen plan by the 
B o s n i a n  Serbs. When t h e  U . N .  declared that it would n o t  force the  
Serbs tc, givs up t h e i r  conquered territdry, the Serbs pressed 
their aggression even further ,  This has l e d  t h e  Serbian leader 
Radovan Karadzic to endorse "safe areas" while at the sane t h e  
demandirig half O £  Sarajevo, and al1 of Goradze, Zepa, and 
Srebreni-ca ( a l 1  U.M. declared "safe areas"). 

A p p a s a m n t  of the Serbs has becorna so prevalent that the
