3. In the Press Room, located on the ground floor of the Peace Palace (Room 3), the reading
of the Court's decision will be relayed through a loudspeaker.

4. After the close of the sitting, a Press Communiqué will be distributed in the Press Room
(Room No. 3).

5. Members of the Press who wish to make telephone calls may use the public telephones in
the Post Office in the basement of the Palace.
